2. Send the completed form to Erica.Attwood@nfyfc.org.uk at before the closing date of 3 November 2017. 
3. Based on the number of applications, NFYFC reserves the right to shortlist candidates for all trips. All successful applicants are 
required to attend the YFC Selection Day in person on 2 December 2017. 

ESSENTIALS 
Age ranges: Please note the minimum age listed for each trip 
means you must be the stated age or older on 1 January 2018. The 
maximum age listed for each trip means you must not be older 
than the stated age on 1 September 2017. 
*Fees: The £85 fee for each trip breaks down as: £55 participation 
fee and £30 refundable deposit, which is given back to you on 
submission of your multimedia presentation for each trip. 
**Visas. All Visa costs and arrangements are the responsibility 
of members. Social expenditure on each trip is also the 
responsibility of the member. Local bursaries may be available to 
help with travel, contact your County Office to find out more. 

Homestays: Members are only able to participate in 3 Homestay 
trips. This does not include C Alma Baker, RYE or team travel. 
Canada 4H: This trip must be taken after the YFC member has 
hosted a Canadian Exchangee for 1-2 weeks in the UK. You will 
stay with the same member during your stay in Canada. 
C Almer Baker trip allows for 1 month free time after 3 months. 
Dates: Applicants must be able to travel on the date specified by 
the host country/state and these may be subject to change. Please 
ensure you have permission from your employer to have the 
minimum time off as stated for each trip.
