@ Members are only able to participate in
three Homestay trips.

@ The Canada 4H trip must be taken after
the YFC member has hosted a Canadian
exchangee for 1-2 weeks in the UK. You

will stay with the same member during the
whole of your stay in Canada.

@ C Alma Baker trip to New Zealand allows
